otlices. Henry Bunsow has a "tremendous 
record", represeiuini; businesses in high-
tech patent disputes, and has won numerous 
victories in state, federal and appellate courts. 
|-or m years, he has represented the licensing 
interests of Harris C'orporation. securing the 
company's semiconductor and cellular phone 
patents. During this time Harris's paid-up 
royalty revenues have exceeded Sfi'K' million. 
Moving to the Irvine otlìce. clients such as 

Verizon C-ommunications. Avery Dennison 
C'orp and C'aterpillar call on the services of 
William li^ooklidge. who likewise focuses hi^ 
practice on litigation and alternative dispute 
resolution, with extensive experience in 
appellate cases.

Rhodes 
practises in the firm's Taiwan ofììees and 
(ìrìers expertise in several Asian jurisdictions 
as well as in international arbitration and 
mediation. 

In EuRipe, Howrev boasts seven nominees, 
adding Benoît Strowel, who joined Howrev 
.is co-head of the Brussels IP and lite sciences 
practices, to its total from the previous 
edition. Strowel was formerly managing 
partner of NautaDutilh's office in the Belgian 
capital. Like fellow nominee and practice 
co-leader C'ari de Meyer, he focuses on the 
representation of clients in the pharmaceutical 
and biochemical industries.

Dunner chaired the advisory 
committee to the US C^ourt of Appeals for 
the Federal Circuit for Hi years from its 
niccption.and played an important role in 
the drafting of the courts rules (between 
]'J82 and ÍW2). He has also been successful 
in tiverturning judge and jury verdicts in 
many significant cases during his career. 
lord Far.ibow î  "a great trial lawyer" and 

an "asset to the firm". He has represented 
patentees and companies accused of patent 
infringement, in federal district, state and 
appeals courts, as well as international 
arbitrations and alternative dispute resolution. 
Brian Brunsvold, also in DC!, has "a wealth 
of experience" in licensing and patent 
litigation focusing on the chemical, electrical.

Before 
joining the firnt, where he practises as of 
coimsel. Martens was a patent examiner at 
the US Ruent OtFice.

Walker LLP in San Diego, has "a fantastic 
reputation" arguing before the United States 
C'ourt of Appeals for the Federal Circuit, as 
well as other federal and appellate courts. 

EUROPE 
Our research recognises the vitality- of 
Eunjpe.in markets — thirteen per cent 
of nominees hail tVoni either London or 
Mimich, which is home to the European 
Patent OtFice. Jochen Pagenberg of 
Bardehle I'agenberg Dost Altenburg 
Ck'issler is the highest-ranking Ciermaii 
lawyer and a member of our elite group 
of practitioners. An "outstanding and 
highly-respected" lawyer, acknowledged 
for his experience ctiordinating multi­
lingual, multi-jurisdietional patent cases, 
but also tor his expertise counselling clients 
on licensing matters. Pagenberg was also 
mentioned tor his scholarly contribution, 
as a lecturer and visiting protessor at the 
Universir\' of Strasbourg, the Pierce Law 
C'entre (Concord. New Hampshire), and the 
Ma.\ Planck Institute in Switzerland. He is 
chairman oí the International Association

Haf't. also deserves a mention. 

London provides a significant proportion 
of nominees and some appear in our elite 
list. Sally Field of Bristows ranks as "one 
of the ver)' best" and "an authority in the 
field". In addition to litigation before the 
English courts and coordination of multi-
jurisdictional cases in Europe, she is also an 
accredited mediator - with experience in 
alternative dispute resolution methods - and 
is chair of the legislation and regtilatory 
analysis committee for INTA. Partner 
Edward Nodder brings an emphasis in life 
sciences where he has a'presented clients 
in matters concerning protein synthesis, 
immunosuppression and diagnostics. He has 
won significant judgments in several cases, 
including, 3M f Rviiiiickí and J.M r Austin 
KrcMiv. Both Field and Nodder were among 
the most tVequently nominated English 
lawyers in the research. 

Taylor Wessing boasts a trio of nominees 
from its London otHces. These were led by 
Mark Hodgson, who was described bv one 
source as "one of the best in the country". 
He has tried cases before the English courts. 
the European Patent Otiice and the European 
C;ouri ot'Justice. In a recent case. Hodgson 
represented Lilly IC'CiS in a suit against 
Pt'izer. which concerned patent revocation 
for the use of phosphodiesterase inhibitors 
for treating impotence. The head of the 
patents practice. Richard Price, was also 
enthusiastically supported in the nominations. 
with several interviewees mentioning his

courts.The firm also has a presence in our 
Russia section thanks to the inclusion of 
Vladimir Dementiev in Moscow.

Head of the firm's litigation group, Robert 
MacFarlaiie, is also a registered patent agent 
in the US and Chanada, and brings almost 31) 
years' experience trying cases before v,irious 
Canadian courts. He is a "well-respected" 
figure among a particularly competitive field. 

A number of highly rated individuals build 
upon their performances in our previous 
research. Donald MacOdrum of Lang 
.Miehener LLP is rated as a "top notch 
lawyer" and currendy chairs the firm's IP 
group. Brian dray, who serves as national 
head of the IP group at McC'arthyTétrault 
LLP, is recognised as "one of the very best 
around". Donald Cameron of Ogilvy Renault 
continues to impress, as does Ronald Dimock 
(ìfDimock Stratton LLP (an "tnitstanding 
talent").

Our Korea research identifies Young Kim 
and Jay Young June Yang, whose nominations 
underscore the market position maintained 
by Kim & Chang. Yoon Bae Kim at Kims 
¿\ Lees, is "always my first port of call in the 
country", according to one prominent source. 

In Australia, two lawyers take their places 
among the most frequently nominated 
worldwide. Desmond Ryan (a "doyen" of 
patent law in Australia) appears as the highest-
ranking lawyer from Davies ("ollison Cave 
Solicitors, alongside two ciilleagues — Rodney 
De Boos and Richard Jarvis. From Aliens 
Arthur Robinson. Michael Dowling — a past 
executive president of AIPPI — has over 30 
vears of experience in IP law, with a focus 
on dispute resolution. He is likewise joined 
by two partners: the "talented" Phillip Kerr 
and Richard Hamer. All three Aliens Arthur 
Robinstm lawyers repeat strong performances 
in the previous edition.
