“It is the Preparatory Committee’s view that if 
a European patent… is opted out (or during 
the transitional period the case is brought 
before a national court), the Agreement no 
longer applies to the application for the 
European patent… concerned. As a 
consequence the competent national court 
would have to apply the applicable national 
law.”
